This product is particularly suited to contract printers dealing with publications
originated in several remote editorial sites. Internet access together with password
protection make it possible for the editorial sites to view the status of their own
products at the print site.

In comparison with the existing softproof option web softproof is more suited for
remote use since it offers web access and password protection. However it is not as
fast and does not offer the ability to zoom right down to the pixel level.

Web softproof is a companion product to the PrintExpress Tracker, sharing the same
underlying database and web server. It is available with or without Tracker and with
or without the existing softproof option.
